How to program the Manhattan Skyline Receiver

Please note:  At present there are at least 2 models of Manhattan Receivers – be sure you use the correct instructions for each model.

Important Note about Parameters.   The parameters advertised for ATN programs will be in a format suitable for the Scientific Atlanta receiver.  Users of Manhattan and other receivers may need to change the format of the parameters to suit their Receivers.

You will most often need to insert a 0 first [Manhattan & Strong}

TIP:  If you keep in your mind a picture that the decimal point is after the second space for numbers, it may be useful.  Example: 06.620
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General instructions:  

· If you want to go back one step, you can use the ESC key, or if you want to get back to the channels, press this key as many times as you need to.

· To change channels:  Press the CH ▲ or CH ▼

· You can not program the Receiver without the remote control

· This Receiver Memory can hold 3000 channels stations.  If the station you require is already in the Memory, it will not download it again.

· You can see what stations are in the Memory by changing the channels.   As you do this, watch the channel number and name at the bottom of the screen.

NOTE:  The Manhattan has a wide number of functions.  This manual covers only the most basic functions.   Please refer to the Receiver Instructions to obtain a full understanding of all the functions.

Where to start

Setting The Receiver

To program the Receiver for a new station not in the Memory.

(Refer to parameter information at end of this document)

Check that connections to Dish Antenna and Equipment are correct


Turn the power on

At this point, you will find one of two options will occur:

Option 1
A TV station will display (if there are programs in memory), OR

Option 2
OSD Setup screen displays (if NO programs in memory)

[Go to the Option below which applies]

Option 1: 
[If  there are stations in memory]



The last station selected will display.



To see a list of stations in memory, press OK


Use the ▲ or ▼ keys to select station required and press OK, or if station not found, press ESC key



Station requested will display.



To add a new station / broadcast 


Press MENU key



Use the ◄ or ► keys to select SYSTEM at top of screen

OSD Setup screen Displays

Use the ◄ or ►  keys to select required language

Move to STORE & Press OK

Move to TV Settings, press OK 

Use the ◄ or ► keys to select: [Recommended settings in bold type]

TV Standard  [PAL-G, PAL-I] (According to your country)

Screen format:  4:3 PS,

Video Output:  Comp
UHF Channel:   64 [If using TV, set as low as possible]

Audio Output:  Stereo

Use the ◄ or ►  keys to select Satellite required [Pas 10 7 68.5E]

Move to TP Data & Press OK

A new window will display

TPxx: “User Defined” will display

Enter parameters for required station – only use the following headings:

Note that for settings below (Freq & S/R) the decimal point will not display – See notes at beginning of this instruction.

Enter the parameters you require:

Freq

Polarity  [Hor or Vert]

Symbol Rate

FEC: [Auto]

Move to STORE & Press OK

At this point, if your dish is pointed correctly (or you are busy tuning the dish antenna)

Look at the SIGNAL and QUALITY bars on the Channel Search screen.

If the horizontal bar is blue or black there is no signal 

If it turns green there is a signal.   

[When tuning your dish try to get the quality as long as possible to the right]

Go to Section 7.62 and follow DOWNLOAD INSTRUCTIONS

Option 2
[If there are no stations in memory]

OSD Setup screen Displays

Use the ◄ or ►  keys to select required language

Move to STORE & Press OK

TV Settings screen Displays

Use the ◄ or ► keys to select the TV Standard you use [Pal I, G or K]

Move to STORE & Press OK

Antenna Settings screen displays

Move to LNB Type, and select Single

Press OK.   A small window displays containing the LNB Frequency

Enter 05150, move to STORE and press OK

LNB Power should read V/H

22Khz Tone should read OFF

DiSEqC should read OFF

12v should read OFF

Move to STORE & Press OK

Time Settings screen displays

Make changes required, or if none, press ESC

Channel Search screen displays

Move to Satellite

Select Satellite required [Pas 10 7 68.5E]

Move to TP Data & Press OK

A new window will display

Press ◄
TPxx: “User Defined” will display in new window

Enter parameters for required station – only use the following headings:

Move to STORE & Press OK

If the horizontal bar is blue or black there is no signal 

If it is green there is a signal.   

[When tuning your dish try to get this bar as long as possible to the right]

Go to Section 7.72 and follow DOWNLOAD INSTRUCTIONS

To Download from the Satellite

(Receive information from the satellite about the available channels)

Important:  You can only do this when SIGNAL STRENGTH bar is Green

Move down to "START"

Press OK

Watch the % bar and WAIT till it reaches 100%

Window with TV & Radio channels will display and channels will be listed

The Window will go black and a message shows:  "Updating channel data"

[If no new channels found, a message will be display: “No new channels”

Press ESC]

It will go to the Channel 1

Setting The Language

Watch for the list of languages to display just before the broadcast

Note the Channel Number, and whether LEFT or RIGHT side for the language you want

Move to the required Channel Number

Press LANG on the Remote Control as many times as required to change from A = Left, to B=Right,  or A+B = Both (Used for music sometimes).

Setting the volume

Press ► until the volume bar is at maximum.

Always keep it in this position.   Adjust your sound system to make it softer.

7.75
Factory Reset / Master Reset

This removes all the previous data, so be sure you have parameters you require written down somewhere!

Press MENU key

Move to SYSTEM 

Move down to Master Reset and press OK

A warning message will display, asking if you want to delete everything

Read the message and carry out the actions needed.

Go to Option 2 above, and follow the instructions.

General guidelines for setting all Satellite Receivers

These are general instructions which apply to most types of Satellite Receivers.   

The steps below, will lead you through the process.

1. Before you start

a. Your dish antenna will be correctly set

b. Your equipment will be correctly connected

c. You will have the broadcast parameters

2. Set the LNB settings

a. Usually 5.150

3. Enter the Transponder (TP) parameters

a. FEC is not required with some receivers

4. Download the available channels

a. Delete unwanted channels

b. Rearrange channels in order required

5. Set the required language

6. Set the volume at maximum
